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Earlier this year, the Port sent out a boater survey to our 
more than 2,100 slipholders. The goal of the survey was to 
better understand our customer concerns and needs in the 
Marina. The Port received 218 surveys.  

Survey Findings based on responses:  
�� 65 percent responded that location of the Everett Marina was most im-

portant 
�� More than 89 percent said our facilities were excellent to good in re-

gards to cleanliness & condition 
�� 90 percent of boaters thought the Port’s customer service was good to 

excellent  
�� 86 percent of boaters have a good to excellent experience at the Port  
�� 90 percent would recommend the Everett Marina to other boaters  
�� Boaters appreciated the events hosted at the Port of Everett Marina, 

such as Fresh Paint, the Farmers’ Market and Holiday by the Bay 
�� Boaters also indicated that more events would be welcomed.  

Areas of improvement we are working to address are as follows: More 
frequent restroom and dock cleaning, increased security foot patrols, im-

Effective May 1: Rate and Policy Changes: 
 Reminder that the Port decided not to imple-
ment a marina wide moorage rate increase for 
current moorage holders in 2010. A new sum-
mer-only moorage rate is being enacted with 
some fee changes. They are as follows: 

· Implementation of a Summer Moorage 
Rate for new customers that sign up for a 
28' or under slip. Open moorage slips that 
are 28' and under will have a increase on 
the base moorage rate during the four peak 
summer boating months, June through  

· September. 
· All of our current 28' and under moorage 

holders, who have  moored with us since 
March 1, 2010, will not be subject to the 
above rate increase 

· All customers who sign up for a 28' and 
under slip during the peak summer boating 
months, and sign a moorage contract until 
May 1, 2011, will not be subject to the 25 
percent increase 

· Environmental fee adjusted from $6 to $7 
· Liveaboard monthly fee adjusted from $50 

to $52 
· Average 1.9 percent rate increase on Yard 

and Travelift rates, includes both increases 
and reductions in certain fees

PLEASE HELP US KEEP OUR WATERS CLEAN FOR  
CURRENT AND FUTURE GENERATIONS! 
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After a five month review of the North Coast Casket 
Company (Collins Building), the Port Commission reaf-
firmed the June 2009 decision to deconstruct the building. 

In February 2010, the commissioner’s kicked off a vol-
untary review of the decision to deconstruct the building. 
The review included a four-phased approach, including an 
updated cost estimate for the building’s restoration. All the 
data collected during this review process was presented 
through a facilitated meeting on June 5, 2010. 

A panel of engineers selected Kovalenko Hale Archi-
tects (KHA) in Seattle to update the numbers. The KHA 
report issued on May 28, 2010 concluded the following:  

• Total building development costs (exterior and interior 
improvements) are $11.2 million.  

• The capitalized value of the building is $1.73 million.  

• The funding gap is a $9.49 million loss. 

The building is being deconstructed according to the 
approved mitigation strategy. 
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In November, port district citizens can decide if the Port of Everett 

should increase its governance structure from three commissioners to 
five. 

On June 16, the Port Commissioners voted to place two measures 
on the November 2010 General Election ballot for voter considera-
tion. The choices before the public are as follows: 

• Increase the number of Port Commissioners from three to five;  
• Have the two new positions be at-large.  
Voters must approve the ballot measures by a simple majority (50 

percent) before any changes go into effect. If approved, the new 
commissioners would run for office in 2011, and assume their posi-
tions in January 2012. Commissioner Wolken will also be up for re-
election in 2011 should he choose to run again.
