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Every year the Port dedicates many hours assessing marina rates and analyzing what adjust-
ments will be necessary for the coming years. This process for 2010 was especially poign-
ant, given the current economy.  
 
Port staff originally budgeted and planned for a 2 percent rate increase due to ongoing pro-
jects and increasing operational costs. Over the Fall/Winter of 2009 - 2010 we collected 
feedback from you, our customers, regarding moorage rates for 2010. It was evident that 
many of our valued customers are faced with additional demands on their resources as a 
result of the economic downturn. We have also seen a drawback of discretionary spending  
in our industry, which has had a direct impact on moorage occupancy throughout the area.  
 
As a result, the Port will not be implementing a marina wide moorage rate increase for cur-
rent moorage holders in 2010. A new summer-only moorage rate is being enacted with some 
fee changes. They are as follows: 
· Implementation of a Summer Moorage Rate for new customers that sign up for a 28' or 

under slip. Open moorage slips that are 28' and under will have a 25 percent increase on 
the base moorage rate during the four peak summer boating months, June through Sep-
tember. 

· All of our current 28' and under moorage holders, who have  moored with us since 
March 1, 2010, will not be subject to the above rate increase 

· All customers who sign up for a 28' and under slip during the peak summer boating 
months, and sign a moorage contract until May 1, 2011, will not be subject to the 25 
percent increase 

· Environmental fee adjustment from $6 to $7 
· Liveaboard monthly fee adjustment from $50 to $52 
· Average 1.9 percent rate increase on Yard and Travelift rates, includes both increases 

and reductions in certain fees 
 
The Port has also updated and revised the Marina Regulations, Policies and Procedures book 
and the Marina Best Management Practices. Some of the noteworthy changes include: 
· Allowance of liveaboard vessels at 12th Street Yacht Basin 
· Addition of ‘No vessel movement in ice’ wording 
· Addition of a Vessel Condition section under Operable & Seaworthy Vessels 
· Addition of a Dinghy Float section 
· Vehicle Parking changes including an option to implement event-specific parking fees 

and 12th Street Yacht Basin Parking changes 
· Boathouse owner responsibility and building specification changes 
· Additional requirements for vendors and vendor key issuance 
· Upland Boat Storage addition 
 
All of these changes will be effective May 1, 2010. Holding the moorage rates at 2009 lev-
els will result in a revenue shortfall, and reductions in the operating budget. A full version of 
each document showing all revisions can be found on the Port of Everett’s Web site at 
www.portofeverett.com.

West Marine View Drive Improvements: The Port 
and the City continue to improve pedestrian access 
along West Marine View Drive. The project should 
be complete spring 2010.

Free Vessel Safety Exams! A Vessel Safety Check 
is a free examination of your boat conducted by 
members of the U. S. Coast Guard Auxiliary, con-
firming that it meets both federal and state require-
ments for safety. No citations are issued and the re-
sults of the safety check are not reported to any en-
forcement agency, but a decal is awarded to display 
if the vessel has passed the examination. The 
U.S.C.G. Auxiliary will be at the Port of Everett on 
the following dates: March 13, 2010, Port of Everett, 
South Office Area, from 10:00 am - 2:00 pm & April 
10, 2010, Port of Everett, South Office Area, from 
10:00 am - 2:00 pm .

The Port of Everett has completed critical maintenance dredging at its 10th 
Street Boat Launch, the state’s largest  public boat launch facility. The launch 
reopened for public use on Friday, February 19. 

It is estimated that KC Equipment of Seattle, the Port’s contractor for the pro-
ject, removed between 20,000 to 25,000 cubic yards of sediment from the boat 
launch. The Port’s Capital Improvement Plan funded this $600,000 project, 
which will greatly enhance the functionality and safety of the facility. The Port 
is working with its partners on cost-sharing for the project.  

The dredging project, which took 20 days, resulted in the closure of the Port’s 
Boat Launch facility during this time period. The Port’s dredging project coin-
cided with the Corps of Engineers (Corps) maintenance dredging of the Snoho-
mish River Lower Settling Basin in the Snohomish River Federal Navigation 
Channel, which also concluded its dredging project on Feb. 15.  

Last summer, severe sedimentation at the boat launch facility resulted in 22 
days of closures of lanes 11, 12 and 13. These closures increased wait times for 
boaters and obstructed access to individuals with disabilities, as lane 13 is ADA 
accessible.  
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On March 31 our Moorage Controller, 
Kathy Thomas, will retire from the Port of 
Everett after 25 years of service. Kathy has 
been a part of the Port family since 1975, 
taking a brief hiatus from 1983 to 1991. We 
will truly miss Kathy's expertise and good 
humor as she moves on to new adventures.

On 
Saturday, April 24 there will be a human-powered boat race around Jetty Island. Port-owned 
Jetty Island is a man-made island composed of river sediment. It began as a riprap jetty in the 
late 1800s and provided a protected harbor and navigation channel. Today, the island is home 
to many seabirds and marine mammals.  
 
A circumnavigation of the island is around 5 miles. Typically the fastest boats are rowing 
shells, racing kayaks and outrigger canoes, but all human-powered boats are welcome, includ-
ing sea kayaks, paddleboards, pedal boats and recreational canoes and rowing boats. The 
course starts at the public boat launch on 10th Street, and circumnavigates the island in a di-
rection that depends on the current tide. All are welcome to enter the race, and the entry fee 
includes a piping hot lunch afterwards. Registration begins at 9.30 am and the start is at 
11.00am.

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We are pleased to share that the Port of Everett was recently granted ap-
proval to allow liveaboard moorage holders at the 12th Street Yacht Basin! 
To allow liveaboards, the Port was required to meet all provisions of the 
City of Everett’s Shoreline Master Program. This program requires, among 
other conditions, that boating facilities provide both dockside gray water 
and sewage disposal facilities to moorage holders. The Port’s 12th Street 
Marina infrastructure meets this requirement.  #5552 

Additionally, the Shoreline Master Program requires the Port to establish a 
water quality monitoring program to determine if any significant affects to 
water quality result from liveaboards in the marina area. The Port and City 
staffs have recently agreed on the sampling and testing protocols for the 
required monitoring program, which was implemented in February. The 
Port has hired Pentec Environmental to oversee the technical aspects of this 
program and the results will be reviewed by the City for compliance. 

In 2007, the Port of Everett Marina received “Clean Marina Certification” 
through Clean Marina Washington. This certification was renewed in 2009, 
because of the Port’s continued efforts to ensure a healthy Puget Sound. The 
Port also partners with Puget Soundkeeper Alliance to ensure proper bilge 
water disposal and People For Puget Sound on numerous environmental 
activities.
